Legislative Session 
( and  t he  ensu ing 
Special Session on 
G a m i n g )  h a s 
concluded. It feels 
good to be back in 
Senate District 12 
with my family and 

friends. Thanks to Senate President Wilton 
Simpson, House Speaker Chris Sprowls and 
Governor Ron DeSantis, we accomplished 
much and we are very proud of the strong 
position that Florida is in for the future. For 
the next two or three columns, we will 
highlight some of the work we did as a body, 
on behalf of the citizens of Florida. This 
month, we will report on the budget.

A  q u i c k 
note: In the 
l a s t  t w o 
columns, we 
h a v e 
h i g h l i g h t e d 
e x t e n s i v e l y  o u r 
elections integrity bill and 
we are excited to report that the 
bill was approved by the 
legislature and signed by the 
Governor.

The legislature approved a 
$101.5 billion balanced budget 
that leaves $6 billion in state 
reserves,  while making key 
investments in infrastructure, child welfare, 
and increasing the state employee minimum 
wage. The budget also included bonuses to 
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our hardworking state and local first 
responders, teachers, and childcare 
providers, and nearly $1 billion will be 
provided to reimburse heal th care 
employees and emergency responders for 
childcare expenses incurred during the 
pandemic.

The Legislature further increases an 
already unprecedented level of per student 
funding for K-12 education, and increases 
our allocation to again raise teacher salaries. 
Totally spending for education in Florida is 
nearly $40 billion and is the second most 
significant portion of state spending, right 
next to healthcare. Do not let anyone tell you 
that Florida does not invest in education! 

Health and Human Services represents 
$45 billion of state funding. This year we 
ensured that our Medicaid program remains 
fully funded, as well as the KidCare 
Program, which provides high quality 
health insurance for 229,000 children in 
Florida.

Significant investments are made to 
expedite water quality improvements and 
environmental restoration projects, as well 
as replenish the funds available for state 
highways projects, which declined last year 
as people spent more time at home due to the 
pandemic. Total funding for environmental 
and agriculture projects comes in at around 
$4.4 billion. This includes immediate  
spending of $111 million to fund project 
grants and planning for threats from 
flooding and sea level rise. 

The best part about all of this? These 
responsible and strategic investments are 
made without needing a state income tax and 
without taxing businesses to death like they 
have done in New York and California. Our 
budget is half the size of New York, and we 
have more people than they do. Yet, by 
keeping taxes low and allowing people more 
freedom, we can ensure Florida continues 
on its path towards a full economic recovery, 
and positions our state to address any 
potential challenges and opportunities that 
lie ahead.

Before Buying Plants From Overseas
What You Need To Know Before 

Buying Plants Or Seeds From Overseas
(NAPSI)—Online shopping and e-

commerce have opened new doors for 
g a r d e n i n g  e n t h u s i a s t s ,  o ff e r i n g 
unprecedented access to rare and exotic 
plants and seed products from around the 
world at the click of a button. But before you 
buy plants or seeds online from overseas 
sellers, you should know they could pose a 
significant risk to U.S. agriculture and 
natural resources, because they can carry 
harmful plant pests and diseases. 

It's The Law

It's illegal to import plants and seeds from 
overseas into the U.S. without the 
appropriate paperwork indicating they're 
pest-free. Just because it's easy to buy them 
online, does not mean they're safe and you, 
the buyer, are responsible for checking the 
origin and import requirements.

The Problem
Invasive pests and plant diseases are often 

not visible to the buyer and, if left 
unchecked, can easily and rapidly spread. 
Plant diseases, for example, can be carried in 
common garden staples grown outside the 
U.S., such as tomato and pepper seeds. Not 

only do invasive pests cost the U.S. an 
estimated $40 billion a year in damage to 
trees, plants, crops and related eradication 
and control efforts, they can have a 
significant effect on America's food supply. 

An Answer
F o r t u n a t e l y,  t h e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s 

Department of Agriculture's (USDA) 
Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service 
(APHIS) has put together clear guidance on 
the steps online buyers should take to protect 
U.S. gardens, landscapes, agriculture and 
forests from this threat. 

Six Steps To Safe Seeds And Plants

Here's what you need to do when buying 
plants or seeds online from another country:

1.Check whether you need an import 
permit for the plants or seeds you wish to 
bring in. If required, apply for and get an 
import permit from APHIS, which specifies 
the import requirements before the plant or 
seed species is allowed entry into the 
country.

2.Request shipping labels from APHIS, if 
required under the permit conditions.

3.Inform the seller about the labeling and 
shipping requirements detailed in the 
permit. 

4.Instruct the seller to include an invoice 
detailing the scientific name and quantity of

Visit www.ManageMyMarket.com

plants or seeds in the shipment.
5.Ensure the seller has a phytosanitary 

certificate from the National Plant 
Protection Organization (NPPO) of the 
country of origin. This means the NPPO has 
inspected the plants or seeds and found them 
free of plant pests and diseases.

by the buyer to ensure plants or seeds are 
delivered to an APHIS Plant Protection and 
Quarantine Plant Inspection Station.

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Governor Ron DeSantis Signs Bill to 
Safeguard the Sanctity of Florida 
Elections

Florida Leads on Election Integrity and 
Transparency 

West Palm Beach, Fla. – Today, 
Governor Ron DeSantis signed into law 
Senate Bill 90, Florida's new election 
integr i ty  bi l l ,  s t rengthening voter 
identification, prohibiting the mass mailing 
of ballots, banning ballot harvesting and 
p r o h i b i t i n g  p r i v a t e  m o n e y  f r o m 
administering elections in our state. 

“Florida took action this legislative 
session to increase transparency and 
strengthen the security of our elections,” 
said Governor Ron DeSantis. “Floridians 

can rest assured that our state will remain a 
leader in ballot integrity. Elections should be 
free and fair, and these changes will ensure 
this continues to be the case in the Sunshine 
State. I'd like to thank our legislative leaders 
on this issue – Senate President Wilton 
Simpson, House Speaker Chris Sprowls, 
Senator Dennis Baxley, and Representative 
Blaise Ingoglia.” 

“Florida leads the nation in election 
reforms because the Florida Legislature and 
Governor have taken a proactive approach to 
review and address any election issues,” said 
Senate President Wilton Simpson . 
“Safeguarding and maintaining the integrity 
of our elections is important to all of us. We 
all lose when people have no confidence in 
the integrity of an election. That's what we 
want to avoid. We don't want to backslide. 

Florida was a model for the nation in 
November, and that is something we can all 
take pride in. With this legislation, we are 
codifying provisions of the Governor's 
executive order that were largely credited as 
a reason Florida's 2020 general election went 
so smoothly, and why results were available 
much quicker in Florida than in many other 
states. I appreciate the Governor's leadership 
on this important issue.” 

“Floridians have more options to cast their 
ballot than ever before. With that variety 
mus t  come  as su rance  o f  s ecu r i ty, 
accountability, and transparency,” said 
House Speaker Chris Sprowls. “The bill 
Governor DeSantis signed today will protect 
our election procedures and provide voters 
with confidence that our elections will 
remain accessible, efficient, and secure. The 
right to vote should never be taken for 
granted, and we must always strive to 
improve the processes that establish the 
foundation of our democracy.” 

“Florida's leaders have answered the call 
to ensure that our elections process remains 
secure and credible,” said Senator Dennis 
Baxley. When it comes to the integrity of our 
free and fair elections, our state did not wait 
until something went wrong. Instead we 
were proactive in our responsibility to ensure 
that Florida voters are confident that their 
vote is being counted. Thank you, Governor 
DeSantis, for your leadership and for helping 
us make Florida a place where it is easy to 
vote and very hard to cheat.” 

“This legislative session, we set out to 
improve and strengthen the integrity of 
elections,” said Representative Blaise 
Ingoglia. “We set out to ensure safe, secure 
and trusted measures for voting, and we 
prevailed. I thank Governor DeSantis for his 
vote of confidence to carry such landmark 
legislation that will restore confidence in the 
most sacred right we have as Americans.” 

Senate Bill 90 strengthens existing voter 
ID laws, bans ballot harvesting, prohibits 
unsolicited mass mailing of ballots, 

increases election transparency, and 
prohibits private money from administering 
elections. While Florida already requires 
identification to vote, Senate Bill 90 will 
require additional identification information 
when changing any voter registration 
information, or requesting a vote by mail 
ballot, preventing fraud and securing the 
voter rolls. 

The proposal strikes a reasonable balance 
for families and those in elder care facilities 
while simultaneously banning ballot 
harvesting by political operatives. Under 
this law, a person may not handle more than 
two ballots other than those of immediate 
family members. There is an exemption for 
ballots collected during supervised voting at 
assisted living facilities and nursing homes 
to make sure no undue burden is caused for 
Florida's most vulnerable. 

The proposal bans the mass mailing of 
ballots, ensuring that vote-by-mail ballots 
are only sent to the individuals that 
requested them, and only if requested for 
each election cycle they intend to vote by 
mail. The bill also increases election 
transparency, allowing each political party 
and candidate guaranteed access to observe 
signature matching reviews by the 
canvassing board, and allows for appointed 
watchers on their behalf. 

The bill bolsters reporting, requiring that 
every county have access to live voter 
turnout data, updated hourly by Supervisors 
of Elections (SOEs). SOEs will also be 
required to post, beginning at 7 p.m. on 
Election Day, the number of vote-by-mail 
ballots that have been received and the 
number of vote-by-mail ballots that remain 
uncounted. This reporting will be updated at 
least every hour. 

Finally, the bill will prohibit private 
money from administering elections by 
prohibiting our Election Supervisors from 
accepting donations or grants to fund any 
aspect of election administration or 
operations.
